Dear Coaches:
The Technical Pattern Skills Patterns and Information Pages have now been updated and available on the ISA Website as of 13th April 2012.  Revisions include any necessary steps corrected along with typos and an updated Grandfather Clause on the Calendar Page.

The following Patterns were revised:

1.  Pre-Primary #4 (Stroking:  Forward Power Circle) – Two to three slow crossovers start this pattern and  the exit is on a forward outside edge.  Both are included in the description.

2. Primary #1 (Stroking:  Backward Power Circle) – Two to three slow crossovers start this pattern and the exit is on a backward outside edge.  Both are included in the description.

3. Primary #4 (Rotational Choctaw Drill) – this is a NEW simplified pattern requested by judges and coaches.

4. Novice #4 (Forward Loop Pattern with Twizzle) – 1-1/2 Twizzle as pattern is written stays.

This was a request from several skaters at different levels, preferring the 1-1/2 rotation.

5.  Junior #4 (Backward Twizzles) – There is no longer a 2-foot push after the LFO3/change of edge into the LBO double twizzle.  Skaters will perform the LFO3 into a change of edge (inside to outside) and directly into a LBO double twizzle. This is in the description.
6.  Junior #5 (Spiral Sequence) – Patterns for RIGHT foot and LEFT foot are now included.
7.  Senior #1 ((Backward Outside Power Double Three-Turns to Power Double Inside Rocker) – The rocker turns after the back outside double 3-turns should be a “quick-quick” action.  The word “quick” has been added in the description to match the QRBI RK and the QLBI RK coding in the pattern.
8. Senior #2 (same wording was added as in Senior #1 – “quick” double rockers.
9. Senior #3 (Sustained Edge Step) – Patterns for RIGHT foot and LEFT foot are now included with the Left foot reading correctly with the LBI3.
10. Senior #4A (Serpentine Step Sequence A) – a typo was corrected with one of the steps below the red line on the left after the LBI Bk.  The XB is now correct instead of xs.
11. Senior #4B (Serpentine Step Sequence B) – a typo was corrected with one of the steps above the red line on the left after the RBI Bk.  The XB is now correct instead of xs.
· Calendar Page:  Includes a new Grandfather Clause that was approved by the ISA Board on the 12th April 2012.  This will match what has been written in the rulebook.

· Definitions:  Cross Strokes (XS) mentions this is also known as a cross roll.

· Test Times:  Includes a warm time for each test pattern level = 6:00 (six minutes).

The revisions listed are like a car that has had the engine rebuilt for a better performance.  Hopefully all will run smoothly.  If any queries, please email techpatterns@ISA.org.au.
